If you are visiting, 
longing to be a part of a community, want to join, are searching for faith, need a good-news-shaped 
word, or seek healing and peace, we invite you to sign the Guest Book in the Entry Narthex, complete 
the goldenrod "Connections" page, give us your contact information and the opportunity to respond 
and welcome and get to know you. Please return to worship with us again. Read our weekly 
announcements on the white GPS page. If you are in need of assistance or have questions of any kind, 
please speak with an usher, a Staff member, a Council member or Pastor Brad Brauer, our Interim 
Pastor. This is Christ’s Church. Here the scriptures are opened and preached. Here is Christ’s Welcome 
Table of grace and mercy. There is a place for you here. Join us in Jesus’ mission. 
 
 

In today’s Scripture Readings . . . In these several weeks before Lent begins, we begin to read from 
and hear /Jesus’ Sermon on the Mount. His beatitudes stand at the outset of his first five Teachings 
discourses (paralleling Mose’s Teaching and the first 5 books of the Old Testament). Jesus’ wisdom 
sayings comfort us but they also accuse us. We are not, always, merciful, pure in heart, or any of the 
other countercultural characteristics extolled herein.  The words of Micah the prophet also, especially 
at this time, accuse us. God has proffered a “court case” and “lawsuit” against God’s people. In spite 
of God’s liberating mercies, we frequently turn away from doing justice and loving kindness.  But Saint 
Paul has a good news word for us in our inability to walk Jesus’ way: Jesus, who went to the Cross, 
shows the paradoxical character of God’s wisdom and work. Contrary to the world, Jesus crucified is 
our wisdom and boast. We are clothed in his righteousness in our human nakedness and puniness or 
hardness of heart. Jesus himself embodied his own beatitudes. He does and acts out what he teaches. 
And he is with us here present as the Risen One. We have been baptized into his death and rising 
from the tomb. His Spirit living in us enables us to turn toward our neighbors in need with love and 
compassion. God gives us mercy that we might be merciful unto others.  
 
 

Please join us to receive HOLY COMMUNION: At St. Luke, all Christians who desire to receive Christ’s 
presence and blessing, in, with and under the forms of bread and wine in the Holy Communion Meal 
are welcome to do so, regardless of your age or denomination. If you or your children are not yet 
baptized into the Christian faith, please contact the pastor who would love to help you begin to 
receive this sacrament of grace and belonging and learn about its meanings. By hearing these words 
of our Lord Jesus Christ spoken, and by receiving ordinary bread and ordinary wine (or grape juice), 
we believe the Holy Spirit unites us with the Jesus of the past and the Christ of faith and with each 
other, even those whom physical distance and health concerns separate. Jesus Christ humbles himself 
to become fully present in his real body and blood, given to each of us, and all of us together. This 
Meal is for you. All are welcome here!  Friend and stranger. All are welcome at the banquet of the 
Savior!  Come up the center aisle to the Pastor or Assisting Minister and receive the bread into your 
open, flat palm/hand, go left or right and receive or take the cup of wine/juice from the server at 
Table. If you desire only a blessing, please do come and receive the sign of the Cross and a word of 
blessing and prayer. Cross your arms to indicate you are not communing but wish a simple blessing. 
Everyone, young and old, is encouraged to share in this Holy Communion Meal. These are the gifts of 
God for you, the people of God.

18 The message about the cross is foolishness to those who are perishing, but to us who are being 
saved it is the power of God. 19 For it is written,  “I will destroy the wisdom of the wise, 
  and the discernment of the discerning I will thwart.” 20 Where is the one who is wise? Where is 
the scholar? Where is the debater of this age? Has not God made foolish the wisdom of this world? 
21 For since, in the wisdom of God, the world did not know God through wisdom, God decided, 
through the foolishness of the proclamation, to save those who believe. 22 For Jews ask for signs; and 
Greeks desire wisdom, 23 but we proclaim “Christ crucified,” -a stumbling block to Jews and foolishness 
to Gentiles, 24 but to those who are the called ones, both Jews and Greeks, ‘Christ the power of God 
and the wisdom of God.’ 25 For God’s foolishness is wiser than human wisdom, and God’s weakness is 
stronger than human strength. 6 Consider your own call, brothers and sisters: Not many of you were 
wise by human standards, not many were powerful, not many were of noble birth. 27 But God chose 
what is foolish in the world to shame the wise; God chose what is weak in the world to shame the 
strong; 28 God chose what is low and despised in the world, things that are not, to abolish things that 
are, 29 so that no one might boast in the presence of God. 30 In contrast, God is the source of your life in 
Christ Jesus, who became for us wisdom from God, and righteousness and sanctification and 
redemption, 31 in order that, as it is written, “Let the one who boasts, boast in the Lord.”
